The date of 4 October was chosen as the start of World Space Week
in honour of the Sputnik mission, the first human-made object to be
launched into space in 1957. The end of World Space Week
coincides with the anniversary of the signing of the Outer Space
Treaty—where international space agencies laid down the
groundwork for peaceful engagements in space—in 1967.
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
