The observatory is now located 1.5 million kilometers from Earth at
the second Lagrangian point in the Earth—-Moon—Sun system, where it
orbits the Sun. The mission is meant to conduct study and research on
almost every aspect of the Universe, from the Big Bang to the
formation of solar systems, and more importantly, our own solar
system.
